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Instructions for Safe use
General use of your bags
· If your bag is empty it is preferable to store it in the under seat compartment of your motorcycle. If you do not have one, place on the bike and sit on it in the riding position.

· Do not overload your bags. This can be dangerous and can cause accidents.

· When using your Saddle Bag/Pod with Top Bag/Roll. First fill up side bags (as evenly as possible) then fill your Top Bag/Roll.

· Before starting your journey please ensure that all buckles are secure.

· Whilst the material we use to make your Magic Bag is water resistant we suggest that if carrying sensitive and or perishable items to provide them with additional appropriate protection (plastic bag or pouch).

Using your Saddle Bag with your Top Bag
· Initially Place your saddle bag onto the flattest part of your motorcycle seat
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Place the top bag onto your saddle bag, lining up the Magic Tape (Velcro) strips and press down so that the strips mate together. Pass the side straps of the Top Bag through the nearest security loops on the saddle bag and buckle up as normal.
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Slide your bags into the required position.

If you have a passenger:

· Initially place your saddle bag onto the flattest part of your motorcycle seat. 

· Place the Top Bag onto the REAR HALF of your saddle bag lining up the Magic Tape (Velcro) strips and press down so that the strips mate together. Pass the side straps of the Top Bag through the nearest security loops on the saddle bag and buckle up as normal.
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Slide your bags into the required position. The bags will not foul your rear tyre or suspension if positioned correctly.
Using your Saddle Pods and Top Roll 
Read section at beginning of these instructions entitled “Using your bag” before use.
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Place your saddle pods across your seat in the required position; this tends to be to the rear of the seat. (Please note you may also lift your seat and place your bags across and then close the seat onto the saddle pod straps ensuring that the strap does not foul the seat lock.
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Place your top Roll (with the buckles facing backwards) onto the rear of the seat lining up the bungee straps with the rearmost security loops of the Saddle Pods. (Please note that if you are not using a saddle pod or bag you may secure the bungee cords to the side hand rails). You may then loop one end of the bungee cord through the security loop, tie a knot to the other piece thus securing
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Using your Belly Bag

· Lift the seat of your motorcycle
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Place the belly bag (as per picture) in front of the leading edge of the seat.
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Pull each Velcro strap together securely joining them (this holds the front part of the belly bag in position)
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Join both ends of the remaining rear strap and buckle pulling tight to draw sides of bag together and secure rear side of belly bag.
· Replace seat. Making sure the strap does not block the seat lock.)
Taking Care of your Magic Bags
· If the exterior of your magic bag should become damp, hang them in a suitably airy location and drip dry. DO NOT put in washing machine or tumble dryer (this will damage the material).

· If your bag becomes dirty us a damp cloth or sponge to clean, a small amount of dishwashing liquid with do the job, Rinse with clean water and drip dry.

· If you find any loose threads, carefully use the naked flame of a gas lighter to melt the thread and pat with the side of the lighter (do not use your fingers!)

· Do not allow your bag to come into contact with anything hot (such as the exhaust pipe).
